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 Tagging adds an underlying or-
ganizational structure, or logical 
structure tree, to the document. 
The logical structure tree refers to 
the organization of the document’s 
content, such as title page, chap-
ters, sections, and subsection.  It 
can indicate the precise reading or-
der and improve navigation—par-
ticularly for longer, more complex 
documents—without changing the 
appearance of the PDF document.

 In many cases, documents are au-
tomatically given a logical struc-
ture and tags when you create 
them. If not, you can add a limited 
tag structure to an unstructured 
document.
